Furthermore, many excellent young researchers
have been tutored and trained in the programme.
It is considered abealutely essential to constanily
improve the work of the Theatre Muscum, We
have therefare started the Tnternational [nstitute
lor Education and Hesearch in Theatre and Film
Arts of the Global COE project.

The dance research aims at estab-
Tiehing o framework for haohang ot both the theo
retical and the practical aspects of both Eastern
and Western dances Film research relies mainly
on the arehives of silent film and works on the
basic formation of film histary and theory re-
search, Hesearch on the colture and environment
of the arts focuses on the secial efficacy and pres-
enl state of twe (heatre and, wnder the considers-
tion of cultural policies studies, sugpests new
points of viesw, and works for s reahzation.

And finally. the unique feature of thiz research
priject s the combination of thenloe studies with
film studies. Their different technical back-
groundes relate o the different charactenstics of
theatre and flm: But at the same tme the aifini-
ties between theatre and film are self-evident. It
i therelore essential to conneel historical Te-
search on bath instead of considering them sepa-
riale. The mportenee ol developing new research
methods s related to developing an intzpgrated
point of view of theatre and Olm s modern phe-
nomena. While establishing this new research,
nwiny young scholars from both Gelds, theato
and film, will receive invaluable training.

The centre has more than twa hundred researchers:
in addition to twenty-five programme members, the
cenlre consists of Global COE associate fellows selec
ted fram among applicants regardless af their national-
ity and affiliation. and professors at Waseda Univers-
ty, a5 well a5 from other universities who support the
programme. The six courses listed above carry out a
number of projecls covering virlually every sphere of
theatre studies and film studies

The organization is run by the programme mem-
bers themselves under the leadership of the president
of Waseda TUniversity and the programme leader. The
rezearch committee. the budget commuttee, the per-
sonnel committee, and the editorial committes are set
up as advisory committees, with a monthly meeting of
programme members, These committees help to en-
sure the sound management of the centre. With the
cooperation of the Graduate School of Letters, Arts,
and Scieoces. and the Tsubouchi Memorial Theatre
Museum in Waseda University, a Glabal COE office
has been established to support the management.

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Eastern Thealre Research Course

The Global COE Eastern Theatre Re-
search Course focuses mainly on Chinese
Theatre. The principal programme member
gpecializes in modern and econlemporary the-
atre, but since contemporary theatre has (s
historical rools in Pekin opera, that also, to
gether with various types of regional theatre
and modern drama in China, is covered in
this course, In addidon to the vesearch in
these fields, a “Chunlinghe Inteenational
Symposinm’ was held, with work also done
on an experimental theatre performance of
classical Chinese opera and Quyi (Chinese
narrative theatre).

Another propramme member specializing
in classical theatre has jained the course
since the heginning of the Glabal COIL and
we have now enhanced the research svstem,
focusing both on modern and contemporary
theatre and on classical theatre, There are
thus two core members now, topether with a
visiting rescarch assistant, visiling lecturers
ingide and outside the University, cooper-
ative research members, and Global COE as-
sociabe fellows We are planning to caotdin-
ate COE seminars, hold regular workshops,
provide special lectures, do fieldwork, hold
symposiums and publish our resulis,

The Theatre Museum at Waseda Univers
ty has a large stock of castern theatre re
search that has been accumulated since its
opening and that offers a valuable form of
support for our research. For example, there
is the record of a performance of Chunliu-
she, the pioneer of Chineze language theatre,
in 1807 in Tokyo's Hongo-za and the exis-
tence of thus record itsell prompted ws to
hold the "Chunliv-she Interoational Sympo
gium” in 2007, The Theatre Museum is
known throughout Asia as a mecca of the-
atre research, and many researchers visit
from overseas.

The Dance Research Course aims to make

a contribution to dance studies in Japan by
conducting research on Eastern and Western
dance theories {historical and aesthete, erc),
analyziz of dance (choreographer. work and
performance ete) and interdisciplinary stud-
ies of these Lwo areas,

For this puorpose, we have desizned ow
course with (1) a general programme and (2)
individual projects. In the general pro-
gramme, we are holding symposioms and
workshops by inviting guest speakers firom
inside and outside Japan in order to learn
about the most recent dance research. In the
individual projects. we are dealing with [T ]a
contemporary dance project (the analysis of
worls and performances, and the history
mainly of contemporary dance) (Kataoka Ya
suka), and [T ]2 classical dance praject {bal-
let history mainly focesing on Russian Ballet
and baroque dance research) (Suzuki Sha)
Moreaver. we will hold lectures on “cultural
studies of dance” (lzhii Tatsuro) and
"ethnographical studics of dance " (Hikkewa
Shuhei)

Additionally, collecting  documents and
visual materials, we intend fo deepen the
methodologies employed, in association with
European and Asian Theatre research.
